We have been devastated to lose our dear brother in Christ and
resident cornet player Dave and at his funeral Derventio Brass played
as a tribute with not a dry eye in the congregation.

Born in Woodlands, South Yorkshire in 1941 he grew up in a Christian
home and had a love of the outdoors from a young age. At school he
excelled at maths but scored minus 4 on a Religious Instruction test i

every question wrong plus deducted marks for untidiness!

He served his electrical apprenticeship at Brodsworth Colliery where he also played in the
colliery band, including in local competitions where he first met his beloved wife, Irene. He was
soon off to serve with the Royal Fleet Auxiliary as an Electrical Engineering Officer but they
were married in August 1966 and he took a job as a Hospital Engineer in Doncaster. Son Mark
arrived in 1970 and Brendan in 1972 and three years later they moved to Mickleover and Dave
worked at the DRI, City and other local hospitals. He went on to further study gaining a degree
in High Voltage Engineering and then becoming a Chartered Authorised Engineer. He would
eventually start his own consulting engineering business, not retiring until he was 75, having
promised Irene he would retire a few years earlier.

Throughout his life he loved the outdoors i sea fishing, running, hiking, nature and sport of all

kinds. They had a holiday home in the Lake District for several years and he loved walking the
fells. He was part of t he Sdrgarise many tigps, inddihgk i n g
the one where he thought he had indigestion and it turned out to be a heart attack, or the one
where hedd booked the accommodation and everyt
when he suggested at the end of the stayt hat t hey might return, the
Linsey Jones remembered when they were walking the Camino in Spain that he would often be
missing from the group only to be found a few miles back chatting to someone about his faith.

Even in the couple of weeks before he passed away he was with the group enjoying a hike in

the Lakes and was described as Aoff | ike a whi

Music remained a constant throughout his life, playing the cornet in church T first at St

Al kmundés and then at SorassPa&ds becaine pawdf the seundtrace st r
of our worship. His own worshipping heart, found a deep sense of joy and purpose, and he

would practise for hours so that it would sound as good as possible.

Over the years he established PASH Kenya, raising money for Christians to build a church
building, hold a Bible school, create small businesses, give access to clean water 1 anything to
help them become self-sufficient. He created the most extraordinary legacy.

But Irene and the family were the heart of Dave i his boys and their children James, Jack and

in later years the surprise of granddaughter Mel i with whom he shared a great love of football.

laughter you brought to every occasion, the compassion you had for those who were struggling

with the issues of life, the willingness to help no matter what the cost and the integrity you

brought to everything you did. o

We remember him as a loving and hard-working family man, generous, kind, quiet and gentle.

Jubilee Debt Clinics

Based at five locations around the city,
people can access free debt and welfare
benefits advice, along with emergency
food. Nearly £1million pounds of debt has
been written off and almost £300,000
benefits awarded.

Previously run by St
Reach Derby, Storehouse is now part of
DCM providing a hot cooked meal for
homeless people and those in need of
fellowship as a way to beat social isolation.

Community Café

Has become a vital community hub where
everyone is welcome with love,
compassion, dignity and respect. As well
as food and refreshments, crafts are also
available and other agencies come in to
offer their services to reach out to the
community. There is a prayer corner for
those who wish to receive prayer and a
childrenbs area for
the café and the shop. With Christian
music playing on the TV, and a warm
welcome from the volunteers, the
atmosphere has been described by visitors
as peaceful and calm.

My Place

These clients have high needs, largely due
to substance mis-use, mental health
issues, historical criminality, poor
budgeting and life skills. The aim is to help
address needs which in turn helps them to
remain in their accommodation and avoid
becoming homeless. Support can vary so
much: when things are going well, they
may only need a brief health and well-
being call and then something happens
and it can take days/weeks to solve.

By My Side

Is a simple advocacy service, living out the
Christian faith to walk alongside others in
need. Working with those who are either
experiencing homelessness, or at risk of
homelessness, those who are entrenched
in rough sleeping, and those teetering on
the edge, those who are suffering with poor
mental health and those who have
substance misuse. Helping to build
trusting relationship, we encourage people
to engage with treatment and local support.

Safe Space

Has been available for the last five years
as a vital support t
community. Any have complex issues,
addictions and high needs. During the
daytime, they can come in for food, shelter,
a chance to get a drink and some food, rest
and recover, watch TV, and take a shower
and wash their clothes. Key services are
attached to this space i a Homeless
Paramedic, Dental services, Mental Health
Practitioners, GPs and other support
networks. At night, Safe Space continues
to provide a safe bed for those who need
emergency provision.

The Ark

This purpose-built accommodation only
opened in the Autumn of 2023, offering
eight private bedrooms, along with shared
facilities, which serves as a place of safety
for people who are homeless. Each new
resident receives intensive help since
many will have suffered trauma and abuse
which in turn has affected their behaviours
and actions.

Street Pastors

Three key words lie at the heart of all
Street Pastor teams 1 listening, caring and
helping. Supporting the night time
economy of the city the team is there to
support those who are a bit the worse for
wear, maybe separated from their friends,
in need of water or flip flops, minor first aid
or even ministering CPR. They also collect
stray glass bottles and work with door staff
and police to keep any alcohol or drug
fuelled disruption low Working from 10pm
to 4am every Friday and Saturday, no two
shifts are the same Jon Russell and Pete
Goodman both from St
Pastors.

Prayershield

Christians praying for the city for 20 years
now meet regularly at DCM and distribute
regular bulletins to ensure the needs of the
city are shared with God.
